The Feast of the Epiphany has also been called, The
Adoration of the Magi, and The Manifestation of God. It
=~ |+ isaChristian feast to celebrate the “shining forth” or
3°|#= revelation of God to mankind in human form. Thisis the
€ day that the Three Kings or wise men, Caspar, Melchior,
and Balthasar noticed a star brighter than the other stars.
The brightness of this star led them to Bethlehem where they found the
Christ child. They presented the child with gifts of gold, frankincense,
and myrrh. The history of Christmasis intertwined with that of the

Epiphany. In some records Christmas and the Epiphany were referred
to asthefirst and second nativity, the second being Christs' manifesta-
tion to the world.

Through history this day has been celebrated with various traditions,
rituals, and s%mbol s. Inthe fourth century it was common on the eve-
ning before the visit of the Three Kings to bless the dried herbs to be
burnt and their aromatic smell filled the houses. The door would be
sprinkled with holy water and the master of the house would write
with chalk C+M+B above the door. According to the church this
means, Christus Mansionem Benedicat or Christ bless this home.
