Mark was the son of well-to-do parents. They gave him everything:
a sports car, sporty clothes and an expensive education. When he
graduated as a civil engineer his parents had hoped that he would
settle down. In avain effort to find himself, to see what life was all
about, he turned to alcohol and drugs.

Four years later, Mark belongs to a group who never take acohol or
drugs, never smoke, who eat only one meal aday, sleep on athin
mat, have no money or possessions, never watch television and pray
and meditate eleven hours aday. Mark had joined a Buddhist group
in Thailand. In a hard way, he had found that material things do not satisfy and do not last.
He wanted peace, solitude and simplicity. He had discovered that the spirit within isasim-
portant as the body.

This weekend' s Gospel features some would-be followers of Jesus who wanted to know
where he was staying. He told them: “Come and see.” Thisis an invitation to people like
Mark who are looking for serenity and peace. It isan invitation to al of usto go to the Mas-
ter who can give us the rest we need.

Every day, many people stop by St. Cecilia' s, some who live a great distance away, just to
spend some quiet time with the Lord. They feel that just afew minutes with Christ makes
all the difference.

Some have a quiet time or a quite corner in their home where they can pray or meditate.
