Catholic Schools Week is an annual national celebration of the impor-
tant role that Catholic elementary and secondary schools across the
country play in providing a values-added education for America’'s
young people. Catholic schools are proud of their educational net-
work that emphasizes intellectual, spiritual, moral, physical and social
values in their students.

This year's recognition of Catholic schools emphasizes a theme:
“Character, Compassion, Values”, the core values Catholic educa-
tion strives to instill and support in every student, teacher, and school
administrator.

Here in our diocese, some might feel a diminished enthusiasm for our
Catholic School system as a result of the recent closing and/or con-
solidation of four of our elementary Catholic schools. To put this in
perspective, however, the Diocese of Rochester, N.Y. has 54 Catholic
elementary and junior high schools in its twelve counties, plus seven
Catholic high schools. This is in spite of the fact that there has been
a 25% decrease in enrollment during the past five years.

To the extent that tuition is a factor in enrollment rates, it should be
noted that tuition covers only two-thirds of the cost of educating stu-
dents in our Catholic elementary schools. It should further be noted
that efforts are being made to provide tuition financial aid according to
need. Let us also recognize, commend, and be grateful for the finan-
cial philanthropy, millions of dollars donated to greatly help support
and improve the Catholic school system of our diocese.

Schools are hosting information meetings in January and February for
families interested in learning more about our Catholic school pro-
grams. We are especially invited to learn more about our schools by
visiting a Catholic school on Wednesday, February 8, from
9:00 a.m. ‘til 2:00 p.m, What “Character, Compassion, and Values”
do we wish to instill in our children?

The first Catholic school opened in the Diocese in 1839, at
St. Joseph’s in downtown Rochester. We understand the long-
est operating school in the diocese is St. Mary’s (now Holy Fam-
ily) in Dansville, celebrating 150 years. *

Pastoral Perspectives

On the roof of a Catholic Church in Werden Germany, one can see
the stone carving of a lamb. There is a story behind that stone. A
man was working on the roof of this church when the safety rope
broke and he pitched headlong into the churchyard below. The yard
was cluttered with huge stones. But the man was not hurt serioudly.
Between two of the blocks a lamb was nibbling grass. The man fell
on the lamb, crushing it to death, and breaking what would have
been afatal fall.

In gratitude that workman carved alamb out of the stone and placed it on the roof. It was
agracious way of expressing his thanks to the animal that had unknowingly saved hislife.

Quite willingly, Jesus the Lamb of God gave his life that we might live. In John’s gospel
we hear: “Behold the Lamb of God who takes away the sins of the world.” Since the ear-
liest days of the Church, Christ has been pictured in art as alamb, especialy in the cata-
combs and the great basilicas of Rome. A lamb is also noted for its innocence, its meek-
ness, its patience, its purity. Jesusis the Lamb without stain.

Just before Communion, we proclaim “Lamb of God, you take away the sins of the world,
have mercy on us.” The workman in Werden, Germany carved a grateful memorial to the
lamb that had unwittingly saved his life. How much more grateful we should be at the
Eucharist, the memorial for the Lamb who willingly gave his life that we might live.
