The Feast of St. Joseph and the St. Joseph Table

The month of March is typically associated with St.
Patrick's Day and the first day of spring, but falling
halfway between those days is another day that de-
serves just as much recognition. Although St. Joseph
didn’t rid the island of snakes, people from Sicily are
as devoted to him as the Irish are to St. Patrick.

In the middle ages, during a famine in Sicily, when
food was scarce and many people were starving, the
poor people had only their faith to rely on. St. Joseph
was known as the protector of the Holy Family; thus,
Italians with strong family relationships prayed for St.
Joseph to intercede for them, in an effort to ensure
successful crops. Their prayers were answered, and
the famine came to an end. In gratitude, people prom-
ised to make annual offerings of their most precious
possession — food — in St. Joseph’s honor.
Continuing that tradition, altars are erected that con-
sist of at least three tiers to symbolize the Trinity. At
the center of the table there is a picture or statue of
St. Joseph surrounded by flowers and candles. The altar and the food are
blessed, so none of the food may be wasted.

The poor are often invited to St. Joseph Day celebrations to enjoy the food
that is prepared, but more often now, collections are taken to be given to
charities. Since the feast day falls during Lent, the food served is meat-
less. Pasta, bread baked in crosses and other Christian shapes, cookies,
fruit, artichokes and pastries are all served at room temperature. Perhaps
the signature dish of St. Joseph’s Day celebrations is pasta con mudrica,
or pasta with sawdust. Spaghetti is tossed with oil and breadcrumbs, to

resemble sawdust, representing St. Joseph’s work as

a carpenter.

Little is said in the gospel about Joseph, except that
he was a descendant of David and a carpenter by
trade. Legends provide additional details about Jo-
seph’s life. He supposedly was a widower of ad-
’vanced age when he was chosen by God to wed

Mary. March 19 is said to be St. Joseph’s birthday.
According to one legend, Mary’s many suitors left their
staffs in the temple one night so that God could indi-
cate who she should marry. The next morning, Jo-
seph’s staff blossomed with white flowers and leaves and sent forth a
white dove, indicating that he was the chosen one. This explains why stat-
ues of St. Joseph typically show him holding the Christ Child and a stalk
of white lilies.

The mother of four small children had a hard time getting them
to put away their playthings, especially at the time when their
father came home from work. Threat and bribes failed to work;
toys and games were scattered around as if a tornado had hit
the place. One day she hit upon an idea that really worked, at
least in their home. She said simply: “Let’'s see how long it
takes to make the house look nice for Daddy.” In less than five
minutes every toy was back in the toy box.
