Jesus walks along the road with them and takes in the bad feelings they have and is build-
ing up to restoring their good feelings about Him and His movement. 
Would it not be a more beautiful world if you and I did the same? Take in the bad that 
others sometimes dish out and give back only good. But we can do this. 
When someone is running down or ruining the reputation of a friend, we can say, “ I don’ t 
listen to talk like this about my friend.”  Or we can counter the comments with some good 
and positive things our friend has done. 
Jesus set a pace on the road to Emmaus taking in the bad and then giving back good in its 
place. It really isn’ t hard but first we have to want to do this. This is Easter Season, the 
time of new life and new opportunities.

Shining light on 
Governor Spitzer’s 

Reproductive Health and 
        Privacy Protection Act 
 

Many provisions of RHAPP attempt to by-
pass federal law.  Right now, if a mother is a 
victim of a crime committed on federal prop-
erty that results in the injury or death of her 
unborn child, federal law protects both the 
mother and child. If passed, RHAPP will not 
allow the individual life of the unborn 
child to be recognized in New York State 
cr iminal law. 
 

The life of an unborn child is as precious to 
his or her parents whether the mother is in a 
national park, on a military base or some-
where in New York State. For this and many 
more reasons, RHAPP must be opposed.
