HOLY WEEK – A JOURNEY OF  LOVE 
 

Holy Week gives us the opportunity to walk with Jesus during our “holiest” of weeks, 
when we remember His suffering, death on the cross and joyful Resurrection. 
We begin the week on Passion (Palm) Sunday, when the Church celebrates 
Christ’s entrance into Jerusalem by carrying palms (symbols of victory and triumph) 
in procession and proclaiming the Gospel.  As the assembly is invited to join in the 
procession and share in the reading of the Passion, we are reminded that it is our 
story being told and by our involvement in the events of the week ahead, we are 
brought closer to Jesus on His journey. 
 

Holy Oils will be blessed at the Chrism Mass at Sacred Heart Cathedral on Tues-
day, April 11 at 7:30 p.m.  The oils consecrated at this Mass will be used for those 
receiving Baptism and Confirmation at the Easter Vigil, as well as for Baptisms and 
Confirmations during the year.  Others will benefit from the oil of the sick at anoint-
ings.  All are welcome to attend this beautiful Mass. 
 

Holy Thursday evening marks the beginning of the Triduum (three days).  On 
these days, which give so much meaning and life to our faith, we continue to fulfill 
our Lenten retreat.  This evening opens with the Mass of the Last Supper.  The in-
stitution of the Eucharist, the priesthood and Jesus’ message of love and service to 
one another are commemorated.  As Jesus gathered with his disciples and changed 
bread and wine into His Body and Blood at Mass on this night, we pray that we may 
become “One Body, One Spirit in Christ” .  The centrality of the Eucharist is the 
focus of our faith. 
 

We also re-enact the Washing of the Feet at this Liturgy, as Jesus washed the feet 
of His disciples.  Jesus conveys to us the importance of humble service to one an-
other.  He told his disciples, “If I, the master and teacher have washed your feet, 
you should wash one another’s feet.” The Holy Thursday Mass is one of the most 
profound, memorable Liturgies of the year. 
 

On Good Friday, we reflect on the suffering and death of Jesus on the cross and 
are reminded of His great love for us.  The liturgy is somber—the altar is bare.  We 
come to hear the readings and pay homage before the Cross of Christ.  Petitions 
are made and a Communion service is held.  Communion is from the previous eve-
ning – no consecration takes place at this liturgy.  When we are reminded of the 
great sacrifice God made by allowing His Son to die for us, we should be assured of 
the never-ending forgiveness and love He has for us.  Jesus said “Father, forgive 
them; for they do not know what they are doing.”   On this day, it is important to find 
quiet time for reflection and prayer. 
 

The  Easter Vigil (Holy Saturday evening) is a most significant Liturgy of the 
Church year.  It brings new life to the baptized, reinvigorates the faithful and pro-
claims the Resurrection!  The ceremony begins in darkness, the Presider blesses 
the fire, and the Paschal candle is lit.  Light is spread by the lighting of one an-
other’s candles throughout the Church, signifying the Light of Christ in our lives. We 
listen to the readings of our salvation – from the creation, to the exodus, to the 
prophets.  Themes of Baptism and Resurrection are united with the epistle.  
“Alleluias” fittingly conclude this celebration! 
 

Easter brings us to the most joyful celebration of our Church year. We have read 
about the covenant He has made with His people.  We realize, by following Jesus 
during the past week, that through trials and tribulations, strength and great joy is 
the result!   
 
   Join us in our Holy Week liturgies, as together we celebrate our faith – and 
are reminded of Christ’s GREAT LOVE for us!

Pastoral Perspectives 
Constantine the Great lived about 1600 years ago. As the 
first Christian emperor of Rome he permitted the followers of 
Christ for the first time to worship in public. His father, Con-
stantius, who preceded him as emperor, was a pagan. When 
he had ascended the throne, he discovered that many Chris-
tians held important jobs in the government, and in the court. 
He put out an order to all these Christians: “Give up Christ, 
or give up your job.” The great majority gave up their posi-
tions rather than give up their faith.  Some gave up their religion rather than 
lose their jobs. 
Then the emperor turned around and gave their jobs back to those who had 
been faithful to Christ, and dismissed those who had given up Christ for their 
positions, saying: “If you will not be true to Christ, you will not be faithful to 
me.” 
Today we join the Palm Sunday crowd and shout our praise and loyalty to 
Christ. Like the Christians in the time of Emperor Constantius, we have a 
clear choice. We can be loyal or disloyal to Christ. We, who praise Christ as 
our King on this first day of the week that is called Holy, know that Jesus will 
reward those who are faithful to Him. Nevertheless, some will prefer other 
things to Christ. 
May we always in our faithfulness to Christ, be able to proclaim as did  
St. Paul in today’s second reading: “JESUS CHRIST IS LORD!”
