Heisgiven God's grace to preach the word; assist with catechetical forma-
tion for the community and to promote social justice in the parish and wider commu-
nity. He also has a wonderful opportunity to work with committed colleagues who
minister with him as well as the many committed volunteers who give generously of
themselves to the parish needs.

Many opportunities are provided for the priest to evangelize, to share the
Good News with those who have not yet heard it or whose faith has grown dormant
or luke-warm. Visiting the sick and shut-ins and those in nursing homes gives the
priest the opportunity to remind those who areill or infirmed that they are not forgot-
ten and to bring them the sacraments.

The priest is also given a grace-filled opportunity to be with the dying and
assure them of God' s care and concern as they face the prospect of leaving loved ones
and returning to their Good Shepherd. Many opportunities are also present for the
priest to walk with those who have lost aloved one and need to know of God’s prom-
ise of alife yet-to-come.

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Soe Salvi —“ Saved in Hope” by Pope Benedict XVI, cont’d:

The Holy Father’s recent encyclical on hope presents Catholics and

all people of good will the opportunity to be renewed in this important

virtue. It is especially important in our dealing with suffering. Asthe

Holy Father says. “We can try to limit suffering, to fight against it,

but we cannot eliminateit” (no. 37). Inaworld that avoids suffering at all costs, the
pope’ s words are challenging: “It is when we attempt to avoid suffering by withdraw-
ing from anything that might involve hurt, when we try to spare ourselves the effort
and pain of pursuing truth, love and goodness, that we drift into alife of emptiness, in
which there may be almost no pain, but the dark sensation of meaningless and aban-
donment isal the greater” (no. 37). We can deal with suffering not be avoiding it but
by working with it. “It is not by sidestepping or fleeing from suffering that we are
healed, but rather by our capacity for accepting it, maturing through it, and finding
meaning through union with Christ, who suffered with infinite love’ (no. 37). Our
strength, the pope reminds us, in the midst of any suffering we must endure, is our
hope in a compassionate God. Quoting St. Bernard of Clairvaux, - “God cannot suf-
fer, but he can suffer with,” he reminds us that we are worth so much to God that he
himself became man in order to suffer with usin an utterly real way —in flesh and
blood aswe seein Jesus' own passion and death. And in Jesus suffering we see our
ultimate hope.
