The Rev. Edward Osusu-Ansah
writes to Fr. Kevin:

| am a diocesan priest for the Dio-
cese of Obuasi in Ghana, West
Africa. | studied at the St. Paul and
St. Peter Seminaries in Ghana, or-
dained a priest in July 1994. | served
as an assistant pastor in two par-
ishes, and then as a pastor in two
other parishes. For four years now |
have been serving the Diocese of
Syracuse on a missionary appoint-
ment, worked at Our Lady of Good
Counsel in Endicott, NY for two and
half years. Currently, | am an associ-
ate pastor of St. Mary of the Assump-
tion in Binghamton, NY.

The Diocese of Obuasi was created
in 1995. It serves many rural-poor
parishes and people. Because the
people are poor they cannot support
the diocese financially and so the
diocese faces very difficult financial
challenges to meet its pastoral
needs. Among the many needs and
challenges that beset the diocese are
church buildings; in many of the mis-
sions they worship under sheds. We
do not have enough classrooms for
the children. Some parishes do not
have means of transport for the priest
to travel to visit the people and minis-
ter to them. Many of the communi-
ties do not have clean water to drink;
they need wells to give them water.
And last, but not the least, the dio-
cese is battling with finances to train
many seminarians and local cate-
chists. It is our hope that you re-
spond generously to our appeal.

Pastoral Perspectives:

It has been said that very young children have few fears. They
come into the world completely uninhibited except for two fears: the
fear of falling and the fear of loud noises. All other fears had to be
taught. Children are totally unafraid of trying anything. We are born
totally spontaneous and uninhibited. Our natural state is to be com-
pletely unafraid.

Very early in life we learn inhibitive habit patterns characterized by
the words: “l can’t.” And how easily this can become our motto. We
recently heard proclaimed in the scriptures the story of the apostles at sea when a
great storm arises. We can easily relate the fears of the disciples. But instead of real-
izing that they were with the Master who had cast out demons, restored the wounded
and healed limbs, they shouted out in fear: “Lord, save us!”

When at last the disciples realized the Lord’s powerful presence, the storm became
calm. Once they knew he was there, peace replaced fear in their hearts. To voyage
with Jesus was to travel in peace, even in a storm.

Jesus gives us peace and drives out fear when life’s problems overwhelm us. The
enemy of peace is worry. Jesus speaks to us of a Father whose hand will never cause
a child a needless tear and of a love beyond which neither we nor those we love can
ever drift.
