As the CUP passes 
from family to family, there is always someone praying for the intention of an 
increase to the priesthood and consecrated life.

Pastoral Perspectives: 
A seventeen-year-old youngster had just obtained his driving 
permit. He sat down with his father to discuss the prospects 
for using the family car. “I’ll make a deal with you,” said the 
father. “Bring up your grades in school, be more helpful 
around the house, read a few bible passages each day, and 
then we’ll talk some more about using the car. And, oh yes, 
get yourself a haircut!” Some time later, the father sat his son 
down and said, “Son, I’m proud of you. You’ve improved your 
school grades, you’ve been wonderfully helpful around the house and I’ve 
even seen you reading the bible. HOWEVER … you didn’t get a haircut.” To 
which the young man replied, “I’ve been thinking about it Dad. I did read the 
bible like you told me. And I read in the bible that Samson had long hair, and 
so did Moses and Noah. Even JESUS had long hair. “That’s certainly true,” 
answered the father.
