Pastoral Perspectives: 
Some of you may remember my first pastor, Father Ray-
mond Heisel, who died several years ago. He pastored at St. 
Margaret Mary Church, his last pastorate before retiring.  He 
was known for his quiet gentleness and wonderful humor.  
The following is taken from a homily he gave for this Sun-
day’s scripture readings, given several years ago: 
“The Food and Drug Administration requires that food pack-
age labels list specific information on the ingredients and the 
risks involved in consuming the contents of that package. Also on the label is 
listed the percentage of the recommended daily allowance of protein, vita-
mins and minerals contained in each serving. The purpose of all this is to 
help us plan our meals so they enhance and do not hinder the quality of our 
lives. 
Jesus came that we might have life and enjoy life in abundance. ...[He is Wis-
dom personified inviting us to ‘Come eat of my food and drink of the wine I 
have mixed.’] 
… [Whenever we eat any prepared food we do so with blind faith in the 
anonymous people who made it. When we receive Holy Communion we do 
so with faith in Jesus who not only told us what it is but also what it does for 
us…] 
[Father John Maloney was a chaplain from the Diocese of Rochester, who 
parachuted with his regiment into France on D Day.] He carried Holy Com-
munion with him in a small gold pyx so that any soldier who landed near him 
and wished to receive Holy Communion could do so right there. Seeing the 
kind of humor in the image of a Catholic priest falling to the earth his men 
gave him a nickname to prize: ‘The Bread from Heaven.’”
