Pastoral Perspectives: 
We live in what is often described as a “dog-eat-dog” world where 
getting ahead of the next person is everything. We know that our 
view of life has been profoundly shaped by war and even sports. 
Seen in this way, life is a battle in which one side wins and the other 
side loses. Our economic, political and educational systems are 
built on the idea of competition. The winners come out ahead and 
the losers are left behind. Little wonder that we apply the same rules 
of relationships among families and friends. You’re either on top or 
you’re on the bottom. The only thing that matters is being “numero 
uno,” being Number One in life and love as well as in work and in play. 
Mother Teresa profoundly shattered this perspective by living by the sign of the cross. 
The cross, she would say, is a demonstration that generosity is more powerful than 
selfishness. She emptied herself through a life and death of self-giving. 
A columnist one suggested that we could live a similar life, but we choose not to. We 
admire her, but she was the opposite of success as it is defined today. She had no 
career. She constructed no monuments to ensure herself a legacy in death. She ac-
quired no wealth. She did not solve problems. She was criticized for not using her 
fame to raise millions of dollars for the poor. She just comforted the sick and the dying. 
When asked one time, “How do you get up every morning and face the multitude of 
needs in your community?” she simply answered: “I think of only one at a time. What 
we do is but a drop in the ocean. But if we didn’t do it, the ocean would be one drop 
less.”  May we, like Blessed Teresa of Calcutta, claim the victory of Jesus’ cross as our 
own.  
Thought for the week: For the things you believe in, pray like a preacher and fight like 
the devil. 
Smile for the week: A nursery school teacher was delivering a van full of kids home 
one day when a fire truck zoomed past. Sitting in the front seat of the fire truck was a 
Dalmatian dog. The children started discussing the dog’s duties. “They use him to 
keep crowds back,” said the youngster.
