Pastoral Perspectives:

In visiting parishioners in our local hospitals, | am often struck by
the strong support that is provided by a spouse to their sick hus-
band or wife. Many of them spend countless hours in the hospi-
tal, many times keeping vigil, and | am sure that many times,
some of the recovery is due to this strong and overwhelming
support provided by their loved one. Truly they have taken the
other “for better, for worse ... in sickness and in health.”

The teaching Jesus provides this weekend about divorce is an excellent reminder
of the sacredness of the marriage bond. Jesus refers back to God’s original crea-
tion, to the Book of Genesis, and the creation of Adam and Eve. Among Arabs
and Jews, to be someone’s rib is to be an equal partner. It means that you are
both part of the “same stuff,” bone from bone and flesh from flesh. To be some-
one’s equal partner means that there is no headship or submission involved, no
subordination to another as a superior. Jesus says that the same is true in mar-
riage. Those who are married are friends, equal partners, made of the “same
stuff.”

When Christians marry, they are giving to each other Christ's commitment of love,
a holy covenant, a sacred agreement, a bond that cannot be broken. It must be
like the covenant between Christ and each of us. Such is the “stuff” of marriage.
