“I want to see.” The request of Bartimaeus on the road outside 
Jericho provided one of the most touching and powerful events 
in the life of Jesus. 
Jesus was killed. The reason that he was killed was not because 
he told people exactly what they wanted to hear. He was killed 
because he challenged the preconceived ideas of others, espe-
cially the rich, powerful, influential and famous of his day. 
“Do you want to see?” Sometimes it might be easier for us to 
remain in our blindness. It is easier to remain rooted to our stereotypes and preju-
dices. Do we really want to see the good in the immigrant or the neighbor that we 
have ignored or the relative that we have despised because of some weakness in 
their moral life? 
The man on the road told Jesus that he wanted to see. Seeing can be dangerous 
because sometimes we have to see and accept what we really do not want to see 
or accept. Seeing is dangerous because sometimes we have to admit that we are 
not as perfect as we would like to believe. Seeing is dangerous because it opens 
up a whole new world to us. As Jesus passes by here today, are we willing to risk 
enough to say, “Lord, I want to see”? Or do we keep quiet realizing that we’d 
really rather not see if it means that we are going to have to change?
