One of the professors at the former St. Bernard's Seminary of

days long past was famous for swearing his class to secrecy

and then giving out alist from which the questions for the

final exam would be taken.

In some ways,

Jesus did the same thing, as we learn from reading this

week’ s Sunday gospel.

Matthew speaks of avision of the final judgment and he shows Jesus not only
giving the questions, but also providing the answers. For every one of us, the
final exam of life should not be a surprise. “Whenever you did it for the least
of my brothers and sisters, you did it for me.” We know what is to be asked.
We know what will be expected.

Many people are afraid of death. But Jesus has been abundantly clear about
what lifeis al about here and what will lead to the life to come: sharing food,
clothing and time with those in need.

There was an old song which advised spending money because “you can’t
take it with you” — “there are no pockets in shrouds.” It istrue that we can’t
take it with us. But we can send it on ahead. As often as we do something
even for the least important person in the world, Jesus will consider that deed
as done for him. We know the goal and we know how to get there. The “final
exam” isright in our hands and we have only to make sure that the material of
the exam is the priority of our lives. What aloving King!
