Pastoral Perspectives:

Brad and Jim were Confederate infantry buddies. Brad was one
of many children from Tennessee. Jim was an orphan. They
teamed up and were at each other’s side through the war.

One day Brad was shot, seriously, and knew that he would not
survive. Jim stayed with him as he moved toward death. Shortly
before dying, Brad handed Jim a letter and asked him to deliver
it to his family after the war. Jim agreed.

After the war, Jim set out to deliver the letter. He arrived at the house and ex-
plained who he was and how he got the letter. They read the letter. When they
read it aloud tears filled their eyes as they read: “Jim has been a part of my life as
much as any of you. Jim is a true brother to me. Welcome him to our family in my
place.”

In every parish, in every neighborhood, in every community there are “new peo-
ple” who do not feel welcomed. There are people who have moved to a commu-
nity, to a parish, for a variety of reasons, some beyond their control. They want to
be accepted, welcomed, and yet they wait, and often no one comes forward. It's
not that we are cold. It is often just that we are unaware.

On this “Holy Family” weekend, may we be aware of people whom we may have
overlooked, not intentionally, but just overlooked. Today, welcome them to our
parish and to our community. Jesus includes everyone. His followers do likewise.
